	This line of research aims to broaden scientific knowledge and develop research and technologies for biological and ecological methods and processes involved in the management of agroecosystems, with the aim of supporting and proposing sustainable production processes. Research objects include nutrition for wild and domesticated animals in low environmental impact systems, animal management in family farming, agroforestry systems, green manure, soil management and quality, organic fertilization, etc.
	
	This line of research aims to study the relationship between food production, consumption and family food security and sovereignty. It studies the nutritional situation of farmers; the quality and quantity of nutrients in the diet; the cultural aspects related to eating, producing and consuming food that values local biodiversity and the conditions of the production environment; and the relationship between local production and its inclusion in government programs.
	
	This line of research aims to study the biotic and abiotic components of agroecosystems and their relationship with natural systems. The line of research seeks to study fauna and associate the biogeochemical cycles of nutrients with species diversity and human interventions; the impacts of agroecosystem management practices on local and regional natural resources. Animal behavior, nutrient flows, organic matter and trophic chains in agroecosystems are studied, identifying the role of intra- and inter-species diversity in the stability and resilience of agroecosystems and in the production of environmental goods and services.
